This Cabinet paper seeks agreement to introduce a new framework that takes a
progressive approach to identifying, preventing, and removing barriers to participation
for disabled people, tangata whaikaha Maori and others with accessibility needs.

The Regulatory Impact Statement accompanies the Cabinet paper which provided an
analysis as to what options were considered to address the issue of accessibility.
