· seven in ten (71 percent) were male

· one in three (35 percent) were mature job seekers (aged 40–64 years) 
· 11 percent had a current earnings declaration for their current spell on benefit. This indicates some participation in paid work (during the last 12 months) while receiving a main benefit.

Five year trend

The number of clients receiving an Unemployment Benefit at the end of March decreased from   55,000 to 19,000 between 2005 and 2008, followed by an increase to 60,000 over the last two years.  This pattern reflects changes in economic conditions.
Between March 2005 and March 2010, Unemployment Benefit recipients have become more likely to be aged between 18 – 24 years, and slightly more likely to be aged 25 – 54 years. Over this period, these clients have also become more likely to be male.
Changes between 2005 and 2010 which have affected the number of clients receiving an Unemployment Benefit include changed economic conditions, and an increased focus by Work and Income on moving job seekers into paid work.

The proportion of the working-age population who were receiving an Unemployment Benefit at the end of March decreased from 2000 to 2008, but has increased over the last two years.

Duration receiving an Unemployment Benefit

Of the clients receiving an Unemployment Benefit at the end of March 2010:
· over three in four (78 percent) had received an Unemployment Benefit continuously for under one year
· less than one percent had received an Unemployment Benefit continuously for 10 years or more. 
Clients who had received an Unemployment Benefit continuously for 10 years or more made up less than 0.05 percent of the total working-age population at the end of March 2010.

If time spent receiving all main benefits is considered, 2 percent of Unemployment Benefit recipients at the end of March 2010 had received a main benefit continuously for 10 years or more.
